
Canadian Injury Prevention & Safety Promotion Conference Awards
Be Visible is the theme of the 2011 Canadian Injury Prevention & Safety Promotion Conference.  In keeping with this theme, the co-host organizations would like to recognize the outstanding work of individuals and groups who are working to prevent injury.  Please consider nominating any person or group working in the field of injury prevention – including both intentional injury (violence and suicide) and unintentional (e.g., traffic, falls, drowning). These awards are open to individuals and groups working in the community as well as those who work in provincial, territorial and national governmental and non-governmental organizations, in research and evaluation, etc.

Below are the categories under which awards will be considered.  Awards will not necessarily be given in each category, rather only if suitable recipients are nominated.

Category Summaries

Leadership: Award for significant contribution to the injury prevention (intentional or unintentional) sector by an individual or group. 

Innovation: Award for a creative program or program element or an ingenious response to some obstacle/problem (e.g., lack of resources, difficult to reach population, language barrier).

Advocacy: Award for effecting change through public policy or building relationships and collaborations that bring about/promise to bring about a positive government response.
Partnership: Award for a mutually successful collaboration between organizations. (Note, partner organization should not be a financial sponsor.) Collaboration may include partnerships that further the effectiveness of advocacy efforts, improve programs or advance research.
Research: Award that recognizes research or program evaluation that adds to the body of knowledge about injury risk factors, causes or effective prevention or formative research that has improved the design or implementation of a specific program.
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Leadership Award
Advancement of a cause requires solid leadership and vision.  This award will recognize significant contribution to the injury prevention (intentional or unintentional) sector by an individual or group. 

Nominations will be judged on the following criteria:

· Excellence and strength of their contribution to the sector
· Demonstrated initiative and leadership 
· Impact of their work 

· Demonstrated innovation and vision
Nominations must be received by September 30, 2011.

Nominations should include one completed nomination form and one letter of reference supporting the nomination.  The support letter must be from an organization or person who does not belong to the nominee’s organization.

NOTE:  Nominations will be judged on the information contained in the nomination package.  Do not assume that the Selection Committee has knowledge of the individual, organization and/or initiative being nominated.

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Innovation Award

This award will recognize a creative program or program element or an ingenious response to some obstacle/problem (e.g., lack of resources, difficult to reach population, language barrier) to the injury prevention (intentional or unintentional) sector by an individual or group. 
Nominations will be judged on the following criteria:

· Extent of novelty in development or implementation of idea

· Addresses a high impact obstacle/problem in injury prevention

· Transferability to other injury areas, geographic locations 

· Resulted in demonstrably positive outcomes

Nominations must be received by September 30, 2011.

Nominations should include one completed nomination form and one letter of reference supporting the nomination.  The support letter must be from an organization or person who does not belong to the nominee’s organization.

NOTE:  Nominations will be judged on the information contained in the nomination package.  Do not assume that the Selection Committee has knowledge of the individual, organization and/or initiative being nominated.

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Advocacy Award

This award will recognize an individual or group who has effected change in public policy or has built relationships and collaborations that bring about/promise to bring about a positive government response.

Nominations will be judged on the following criteria:

· Resulted in demonstrably positive outcomes (not necessarily the passing of legislation) in policy, standards and/or uptake of best practices 

· Scope and impact of change

· Positive approach and extent of relationship building

Nominations must be received by September 30, 2011.

Nominations should include one completed nomination form and one letter of reference supporting the nomination.  The support letter must be from an organization or person who does not belong to the nominee’s organization.

NOTE:  Nominations will be judged on the information contained in the nomination package.  Do not assume that the Selection Committee has knowledge of the individual, organization and/or initiative that is being nominated.

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Research Award

This award will recognize research or program evaluation that adds to the body of knowledge about injury risk factors, causes or effective prevention or formative research that has improved the design or implementation of a specific program.

Nominations will be judged on the following criteria:

· Scope of research undertaken

· Impact on body of knowledge, design or implementation

· Resulted in demonstrably positive outcomes (offer examples)  
· Breadth and depth of collaborations
Nominations must be received by September 30, 2011.

Nominations should include one completed nomination form and one letter of reference supporting the nomination.  The support letter must be from an organization or person who does not belong to the nominee’s organization.

NOTE:  Nominations will be judged on the information contained in the nomination package.  Do not assume that the Selection Committee has knowledge of the individual, organization and/or initiative that is being nominated.
